H Simbang Gabi (Simbang means Mass
and Gabi means night or evening) is a Filipino spiritu-
al tradition which began in the Philippines around
1669. This novena of masses expressed the senti-
ments of the people toward Mary and manifested the
Filipino rite of celebrating life in more festive ways.
These Masses would be celebrated in the early hours
of the morning (as the rooster crows - to announce a
new day) so that they could go back into the fields to
work.  However, when the Filipino immigrants
brought this tradition with them to the United States, it
was not practical to have these celebrations that early
in the morning, so now the local churches have the
celebrations at night while keeping the substance of
the celebration.
