DID YOU KNOW? 

Five steps to safer environments  The Archdiocese 
mandates that all people who work with children 
and youth in our parishes and schools must undergo 
child abuse prevention training through the VIRTUS 
program. The training details five steps to prevent 
child sexual abuse:  1.  Know the warning signs 
of an inappropriate relationship with a child. 2. Con-
trol access to children by carefully selecting the 
adults who work with children and youth.  3.  Moni-
tor all programs for the safety of children and youth.  
4.  Be aware of and sensitive to what is going on in 
the lives of children.  5.  Communicate concerns to 
the appropriate person in authority. 

Who Are the Abusers?   Estimates are that approxi-
mately 60 percent of abusers are men, 15 to 20 per-
cent are women, and 20 to 40 percent are men and 
women acting together. So, while men are indeed 
the majority of sexual abusers, it is dangerous to 
underestimate the risk that female sexual abusers 
also pose to children. Among educators, 57.2 per-
cent of abusers are male and 42.4 percent of abusers 
are female.
