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Did you ever wonder why Jesus sent them out two by
two? Not threes, not groups of four? Perhaps it is just the
most practical configuration. Recall that in last week’s
Gospel Jesus was not accepted in his own town and was
astonished by the lack of faith that he found there. The
disciples would be too new in their faith to know how
to deal with that kind of rejection. With three you always
end up two against one. With a pair, the two could sup-
|port each other emotionally and spiritually, and lift each
other up in prayer. When traveling, having a companion
was much safer than being on one’s own, and if there were
treacherous spots in the journey, they could help each
other through. If you were begging for lodging, two might
|be able to get in, while a larger group might not be so for-
tunate. The Gospel gives no indication of who the partners
were, but presumably they were sent in combinations that
made each pair the strongest proclaimers of Christ. They
were able to drive off many demons and cure illnesses.

SHAKE THE DUST OFF YOUR FEET

Jesus told the pairs of disciples, “Whatever place does
not welcome you or listen to you, leave there and shake the]
dust off your feet in testimony against them.” Jesus is pre-
paring the disciples for the experience he had in his home
town. This is how you behave when you are not accepted.
He didn’t tell them to curse them or threaten them, just
simply shake off the dust and move on. Rejection is a hard
thing for any of us, and Jesus is teaching us how to handle
it, as if to say “Pick your battles.” This is a good reminder
to us all in a time and culture when the climate is so politi-
cally charged. Know when it is best to shake the dust and
walk away from social media, from an angry word, or from
something that won'’t turn out well. Respond and stay true
to your calling.

FEAST OF FAITH

Invitation to the Eucharistic Prayer

After the presider washes his hands, he turns to the people and says, “Pray that our sacrifice may be acceptable
to God the almighty Father.” We have brought forward bread and wine, and now we are asked to see in these simple
gifts upon the altar a sacrifice offered to God. Our response is rich in theological meaning. “May the Lord accept the
sacrifice at your hands.” The words point to the unique role of the priest, whose hands, at his ordination, were
anointed for just this purpose: that he might “sanctify the Christian people and offer sacrifice to God” (Rite of Ordi-
nation). We ask God to accept our sacrifice not because it is worthy of God, but simply “for the praise and glory of
his name.” God does not need our offering, but allows us to give it so that we might grow in holiness. And God, nev-
er to be outdone in generosity, gives all that we have given back to us, “for our good and the good of all his Church.”
This Mass benefits not just those who have gathered, but, in the mysterious economy of grace, the whole Church. In
the words of Saint Paul, when one part rejoices, the whole body “share[s] its joy” (1 Corinthians 12:26).
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
