 “The Lenten season has a double 
character;  the catechumens…are 

preparing for the celebration of the sacraments of 
Christian Initiation (Baptism, Confirmation, Eucha-
rist) at the Easter Vigil; the faithful…prepare them-
selves by penance for the renewal of their Baptismal 
promises at Easter (Ceremonial of Bishops, 249).” 
 Lent runs from Ash Wednesday until the Mass of the 
Lord’s Supper on Holy Thursday.   As a sign of our 
own mortality and that we, along with all our brothers 
and sisters in Christ, are willing to be part of this Len-
ten journey we receive ashes on our forehead.   As we 
receive them, the priest, Deacon or Eucharistic minis-
ter says :  “Turn away from sin and be faithful to the 
Gospel”. 
 As the Scripture readings for Ash Wednesday sug-
gest, the focus of Lent is on prayer, fasting and shar-
ing with those in need --- not just “giving something 
up for Lent”.    The Friday after Ash Wednesday re-
minds us that “this is the fasting that I wish:  releasing 
those bound unjustly; untying the thongs of the yoke; 
setting free the oppressed; breaking every yoke; shar-
ing your bread with the hungry; sheltering the op-
pressed and the homeless; clothing the naked when 
you see them --- and not turning your back on your 
own!”  (Is. 58). 
  

ASH WEDNESDAY AND ALL THE FRIDAYS 
OF LENT are also days of abstinence from meat for 
all Catholics 14 and older.   
  

In addition, ON ASH WEDNESDAY AND GOOD 
FRIDAY, all persons from age 18-59 are asked to 
fast (health permitting).   This means taking only one 
full (meatless) meal a day.   Two other small meals 
and/or milk and fruit juice are also permitted in order 
to maintain strength for everyday responsibilities.

The real dangers of pornography exposure 
We know that pornography is a great evil, and easy ac-
cess to the internet makes it all too likely that many chil-
dren will be exposed to pornography at increasingly 
young ages — even if they are not actively searching for 
it. Children who are exposed to pornography are more 
likely to be abused, or to be desensitized to inappropriate 
behavior in their own relationships. Pornography can also 
change a child’s brain, activating dopamine in patterns 
similar to substance addiction. For more information,

Children and non-consensual images 
Non-consensual intimate imagery (NCII) abuse can affect 
anyone, regardless of age or gender. In many cases, it can 
seem like the victim is part of the distribution of his or 
her own image. Even though a child may provide an inti-
mate picture, children are not capable of understanding 
the implications or coping with perceived pressure to do 
so. No matter how an offender obtains intimate material, 
the victim’s fear of images being shared can leave him or 
her feeling powerless and ashamed. NCII abuse can be 
used to further manipulate or blackmail a victim into 
more abusive scenarios.
